For one week, we dive into the practice of Rebel Clowning 
and engage with the topics of democracy and nationalism. 
We will explore clowning as a creative political tool and col-
laboratively develop a public performance to be presented 
during the Eurovision Song Contest (ESC) events in Vienna.  
We want to get to know one another, explore and deepen 
the fundamentals of clowning. Drawing on practices such as 
clowning, bouffon, physical theatre, dance, choreography, 
and street performance, the week is conceived as a journey 
from the inside out: a process of connecting physically, emo-
tionally, and creatively -with ourselves and our clown perso-
nas, the group, public space and society while exploring how 
clowning can playfully challenge and transform performers, 
the people around us, the places we inhabit, and existing po-
